The judging for the Capital District competition will be conducted by a neutral panel of Kiwanians selected by the Chair of the District Communications & PR Committee. With regard to the subsequent KI competition, the Chair of the International Committee for Marketing and Public Relations will select the judging panel.
 
ANNOUNCEMENT OF WINNERS: 
· All of the Capital District winners will be notified and then promoted on the District website, starting in September 2009. Ribbons and other recognition will also be provided at the 2010 Mid-Winter Conferences. 
· The International Contest winner will be notified in the spring of 2010..  The award will be presented at the 2010 District Convention by the International Board Counselor.

- Positive content versus negative

Data requirements (7 points)

- Club address, phone number. or web address

- Officers' names

- Location of meeting and time, speakers listed for meetings

- Calendar of future club events and/or projects

- listing of members with perfect attendance

- INTERCLUBS announced

- Board meeting time and date

Kiwanis news and articles (9 points)

- New member applications and/or bios

- Article about recent club project

- Article about current or future club project

- Photo taken during project

- Division news or councils announced or discussed

- District news or convention announced or discussed

- International project (e.g., WSP/IDD) or convention announced

- sponsored youth article

- Report by committee chairs
 
Newsletter distribution (5 points maximum)

- Monthly (mailed/emailed)   2 points

- 2 per month (mailed/emailed)   3 points

- Weekly (mailed/emailed)   4 points

- Monthly (distributed at meetings)   one point

- 2 per month (distributed at meetings)   2 points

- Weekly (distributed at meetings)   3 points

Bonus (6 points maximum)

- Use of members' names in articles

- President’s or secretary's article

- Fun items (happy can, etc.)

- Report by public relations chair

- How to obtain meeting "make-ups" article or listing

- Announcement of actual attendance at club meetings
